Taking Turns

Teach students to take turns when speaking. Have a small
ball or soft toy they can toss to each other. Students can
only speak if they have the ball or toy.

Lead students in a discussion about one of the following
topics:

e What they did over the weekend
e Favorite holiday tradition

e Favorite food

e Best vacation

Alternative:

Put students in pairs. Each pair has one pencil. They pass
the pencil back and forth to show who is the speaker.
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
